After several extended sabbaticals, he remains on the M.LT. faculty to this day,
though he hasn't taught there for a number of years.

In 1958, Gurney wrote LOVE IN BUFFALO, which was the first musical ever produced at
Yale. This was followed by a musical version of TOM SAWYER, mounted in Kansas City the same
year. His first play, THE DAVID SHOW, was produced in New York in 1968.

Gurney was on the faculty of M.L.T. until 1996. He is the husband of one, father of four,
and grandfather of six.
