Astronauts at The Williams Club (4/3)

Williamsastronomer Jay Pasachoff will join Amherst/MIT astronauts Jeff Hoffman
'66 (pictured at right) and Larry Young '56 to give a brief history of space
exploration. They will address our reasons for wanting to go to Mars, why doing
so isthe next logical step in space exploration, the difficulties man faces in getting
there, and what is being done right now to overcome these various hurdles. The
speakerswill also consider robotics in space and humans’ relationship with them,
space-borne biological experimentation, and a variety of other things.

The presentation starts at 7
p.m., with a Q&A session afterwards, and is followed by an optional dinner at 8
p.m.

Jay M. Pasachoff graduated from Harvard College in 1963 and earned both his A.M. and Ph.D. from Harvard
University in 1965 and 1969, respectively, before starting at Williams in 1972. Professor Pasachoff is one of the most
renowned scholars in the field of astronomy and the author of many articles and books. He serves as the Field
Memorial Professor of Astronomy at Williams, as well as Chair of the Astronomy Department and Director of the
Hopkins Observatory. He is President of the International Astronomical Union’s Commission on Education and
Developmentand Chair of its Working Group on Solar Eclipses.

Jeff Hoffman graduated from Ambherst in 1966. He was selected by NASA in January 1978, and became
an astronaut in August 1979. Dr. Hoffman made his first space flight in 1985 on the Shuttle Discovery. On
this mission, he made the first contingency space walk in an attempted rescue of a malfunctioning satellite.
Dr. Hoffman last flew in 1996 on the Shuttle Columbia, during which he became the first astronaut to
spend 1000 hours aboard the Space Shuttle, eventually logging more than 1,211 hours and 21.5 million
miles in space. Dr. Hoffman is currently a professor at MIT in the Department of Aeronautics and
Astronautics. He contributed his second born, Orin, to Amherst’s class of 2003.

Larry Young graduated from Amherst in 1956. He is the Apollo Program Professor of Astronautics at the
Massachusetts Institute of Technology. He joined the MIT faculty in 1962 and co-founded the Man-Vehicle
Laboratory, which does research on the visual and vestibular systems, visual-vestibular interaction, flight
simulation, space motion sickness, and manual control and displays. He has been honored by member-
ship in the National Academy of Engineering, the Institute of Medicine of the National Academy of
Sciences,and by the International Academy of Astronautics. He spent two years in training at Johnson
Space Center and served as Alternate Payload Specialist during the October 1993 mission. Dr. Young
contributed his first born, Eliot, to Amherst’s class of 1984.

Social Psychology Professor Steven Fein (4/6)

The Social Psychology of Stereotyping & Prejudice:
Self-Esteem, Social Influence, & Bruce Springsteen
What factors make stereotyping and prejudice so prevalent and difficult to change? Can they
operate nonconsciously and, if so, how can we know it? How can we answer difficult questions
such as whether racism played a role in tragic events such as when an unarmed African
immigrantwas killed ina hail of 41 shots fired by New York City police officers several years
ago (an incident that inspired a song by Bruce Springsteen, which in turn triggered another
storm of controversy in New York)? Most discussions of topics like these tend to be highly
politicized and subjective. This talk will present social psychological research in an attemptto
illustrate amore scientific approach to understanding these issues. This research will demon-
strate some of the factors that increase or decrease stereotyping and prejudice, and howwe are
all affected by these issues, often in subtle and yet profound ways. The talk will also feature some music and perhaps

a Seinfeld clip or two.
