Keane offered me a position that included room and board in the middle
of Manhattan, it wasn’t really a tough sell.   Of course it also didn’t hurt
that I’d have the opportunity to develop and implement my own ideas,
as opposed to simply photo-copying, or even putting together power-
point presentations for my superiors, the typical tasks of so many first-
year-out-of-college positions.  Beyond that though, I wasn’t really sure
what to expect.
Now that my year here is nearing completion, I am delighted to report
that it has been both a valuable professional experience, and a whole lot

of fun!  From my first two projects – Young Alumni First Fridays and the Tsunami Benefit Raffle, to
Legacies and Loyalties: Jewish Life at Williams, and the Young Alumni Performance Series, I had
numerous opportunities to forge new paths in Club programming.  I was also privileged to coordinate
noteworthy events based on suggestions from the Program Committee, such as the Sarah Bernhardt
Exhibit Tour with Co-Curator Carol Ockman, Barbara Ernst Prey’s Gallery Exhibit and Interview, and
the discussion of Political Dynasties by Congressman Mark Udall.

Along the way, I discovered priceless, albeit sometimes frustrating, life lessons, such as the
fact that regardless of how meticulously something is planned, it will never go precisely as intended.
Though I don’t expect to work in this field again, I’m confident that this adaptability, and other skills
that I’ve developed over the past eleven months will continue to serve me well.

The most challenging, but ultimately most rewarding aspect of the position was undoubt-
edly my work with the Community Service Committee.  When I interviewed, Barton mentioned a
recently established goal that The Club would become more involved with one or more high schools in
New York City.  Transforming that amorphous objective into a functioning mentoring program was a
staggering task, but the euphoria after our first successful event was even more powerful.  The pro-
gram is still very much in its beginning stages, and many kinks remain to be ironed out, but hopefully
this framework will continue to provide a foundation for Williams alumni and Williams Club members
to make higher education more accessible to public school students in the city.

I sometimes joke about the fact that I came to this position with almost nothing by way of
relevant coursework or experience.  Sure my Williams College liberal arts education theoretically pre-
pared me for anything, but realistically, I never would have been able to accomplish much here without
the support and guidance of so many incredible people.  A huge thank you to the entire Williams Club
staff and the Board of Governors, as well as everyone involved in the Community Service program.
Finally, thanks to all the members and alumni whom I’ve had the pleasure of meeting over the course
of the past year.  By the time you receive this, I will have started law school at NYU.  I’m sure
occasional visits to The Club will serve as healthy breaks from my studies, and I hope to see you here.

Meredith Alcarese Art Gallery Opening (10/5)

Meredith Alcarese is a Baltimore native and 2005 Trinity College alumna who began
painting - and drawing, and sculpting, and whatever else she could get her hands on -
in elementary school, and hasn’t stopped since. Her current work, which is largely self-
portraits in oil, centers around the idea of what a portrait can be; a single image, taken at
a certain age and presented in a particular manner, can hardly represent an entire person
as the usual definition of ‘portrait’ implies. These paintings are instead psychological
portraits of specific moments, like autobiographical snap-shots. Their inspiration is per-
sonal, and remains so, but as each new viewer brings his own autobiography to the work,
the paintings take on new meaning with each viewing. Her work will be on display in
The Club Art Gallery from the beginning of October until mid-November.

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The Changing Face of U.S. Healthcare (9/28)

about the changing face of U.S. healthcare.  We are
privileged to have Dr. Delos M. Cosgrove ’62, Chair-
man, Board of Governors, Chief Executive Officer and
President of The Cleveland Clinic Health System, and
Dr. Craig R. Smith ’70, Chief of the Division of
Cardiothoracic Surgery and Professor of Surgery in the
College of Physicians & Surgeons at Columbia Univer-
sity, speaking on one of the most hotly debated issues
facing the nation.  There will be an opportunity to ask
questions of Drs. Cosgrove and Smith in what should
be an informative and memorable event.

More about the speakers:

Dr. Cosgrove is a cardiac surgeon in the Cleveland Clinic Heart Center, specializing in surgical treatment of
thoracic/cardiovascular diseases and in mitral/aortic valve repair. He is certified by the American Board of
Surgery and the American Board of Thoracic Surgery. He received his medical degree from the University of
Virginia School of Medicine in Charlottesville and completed his clinical training at Massachusetts General
Hospital, Boston Children’s Hospital, and Brook General Hospital in London. His undergraduate work was
at Williams College in Williamstown, Massachusetts, where he currently serves on the Board of Alumni
Trustees. He was a surgeon in the U.S. Air Force and served in Da Nang, Republic of Vietnam as the Chief of
U.S. Air Force Casualty Staging Flight. He was awarded the Bronze Star and the Republic of Vietnam
Commendation Medal. Dr. Cosgrove has performed over 20,000 surgical procedures and has become a world-
renowned expert in the field of heart valve repair. He has 20 patents filed for developing medical and clinical
products used in surgical environments, including the Cosgrove Mitral Valve Retractor, the Stentless Aortic
Valve, Low Velocity Aortic Cannula, and the Cosgrove-Baxter Annuloplasty System for use in valve repairs.

Dr. Smith received his baccalaureate degree from Williams College (Phi Beta Kappa), and received his medical
degree from Case Western Reserve University, where he was elected to Alpha Omega Alpha. He received his
postgraduate training in general surgery with a Fellowship in vascular surgery at the University of Rochester.
After completing his residency in cardiothoracic surgery at Columbia Presbyterian, he joined the Columbia
faculty in 1984 as Associate Director of the Columbia Presbyterian Heart Transplant Program, which grew
to be the most active program in the United States. He later inaugurated a successful program in heart-lung
and lung transplantation that remains the major program in the region. In June 2004, he was honored as New
York Presbyterian Hospital/Columbia University Medical Center’s “Practitioner of the Year”. His research
interests have pioneered cardiopulmary bypass techniques, produced shared patents, and developed unique
applications of robotic technology. Dr. Smith performs more than 350 operations per year, predominantly
valve repair and replacement, coronary bypass procedures, and operations involving the thoracic aorta. He
successfully performed President Clinton’s quadruple coronary artery bypass operation in September 2004.

Those of you who visited The Club over the summer were treated to stunning new paintings
throughout the first floor by artist Yoko Komori Olson, president of the United Nation
NGO Soroptimist International of New York, which holds its monthly meetings here. She
now has work on display in The Gallery, which will be up through the end of September,
and she will have a second set of paintings on display in the winter on the first floor.

Through her pre-teen and teenage years, Yoko developed her love of art and her
creative desires in Japan, studing drawing, Japanese Calligraphy, painting, and wood
carving. She decided to come to New York City in 1995 to start a new life. She continued her
fine arts and antique restoration studies at F.I.T. and received her BFA degree. In 1998,
Yoko was hired to work at the prestigious Sotheby’s Restoration. The same year, her
painting “FDNY” was granted permanent collection display at The Fire Museum on
Spring Street in NYC.  She has been a member of the Whitney Museum, Artist Equity, and
Organization Independent Association, and was a board of member of Japanese Artist Association. Recently, she was
invited to show work at the United Nations Celebrating Women and the Arts: Struggles and Triumphs.

Kathryn Pritchard

From early September through mid-November, Kathryn Wasson Pritchard will have work
on display throughout the first and second floors of The Club.  Kathryn is an award-winning
international painter who works with oils, pastels and watercolors.  Exhibitions of her work
have been held in London, Bermuda, Mexico City and the United States.  Kathryn has
studied at the National Academy of Design, Williams College, the University of Belgrano in
Argentina, and was an art major at the University of Colorado. She has also studied with
renowned artists Lee Hershey, Ed Epping, and Karen Bokert, and also served as a docent for
the Metropolitan Museum of Art and the Clark Art Institute.  Her paintings can be found in
private collections throughout the world. Her studio is located in Williamstown, MA.

She writes that, “Williamstown and environs have provided endless possibilities to
explore in my paintings. In particular, flowers have provided an entry into the natural world, with field and town an
integral part. The title of this exhibition, “Looking Out, Looking In,” represents my approach to painting what I see:
the physical reflecting the spiritual.  What do we all see when we really look? Painting the flower reveals the spirit of
life that is within everything. There is more than just the flower, the field, the town... we look out to look in.  In
Williamstown, it seems easier to look out and in because change appears to move at a slower pace. The past is a part of
the present. I  can see the whole picture. The light and color in the paint itself  helps me to connect to the inner world
of whatever I am painting. After traveling the world, I can honestly say, Williamstown has it all.”

Having been interested in beautiful and rare Americana for more than
thirty years, twin brothers Leigh and Leslie Keno ’79 are considered
foremost experts on antiques. PBS’s hit television show, Antiques
Roadshow, has made them celebrities. They also hosted the PBS series,
Find!, a show celebrating design, style, antiques and furnishings. The
Keno brothers authored Hidden Treasures: Searching for Masterpieces
of American Furniture and wrote a monthly column, for House Beauti-
ful and This Old House. They recently received The 2005 National
Humanities Medal from President George Bush. Both Leigh and Leslie
lecture extensively across the country and volunteer each year as benefit
auctioneers for various charity events throughout the United States.
Their energy and enthusiasm win over every audience in an enlighten-
ing, engaging presentation filled with amusing discovery anecdotes
and tips on finding antique treasures.
